Entry Fees for the North Is Champs must be paid at the time of
registration for Round 3 of the Summer Tour (30" January) and are non-
refundable (Nth Is Champs only) unless an unforeseen circumstance should
occur.

Round 3 of the Summer Tour will run as scheduled with HBJSC

hosting this event on the Saturday (hopefully 4 rounds of racing). Entry fees
will be as usual for the Tour and payable to the HBJSC.



Competitors can also enter the North Island Champs as well — entry

form attached, and a separate entry fee will be charged for this. This will
entitle competitors to continue racing on Sunday and the results from both
days events will be calculated towards the championship titles on offer.

You must enter Round 3 of the Summer Tour to be able to enter the

North Island Champs. You can enter only the Summer Tour event on the
Saturday if you wish, however you will miss out on some great racing on the
Sunday. You cannot enter the North Island Champs event on its own.

Prize giving for Round 3 of the Summer Tour will be held after racing

finishes on the Saturday where Tour Round trophies, certificates and prizes
will be presented to riders.

For those who have entered the North Island Champs, racing will
continue on the Sunday and prize giving will be held at the event site after
racing finishes on the Sunday afternoon.

Racing start times for Sunday will be announced at the summer tour
prize giving on Saturday afternoon.

The NZJSBA have confirmed that the North Island Champs can be counted
as a qualifying round for the Nationals.

This is a big weekend of racing so make sure you have plenty of fuel on board
for the two days.
